to the last 
service 
step. Open 
an instance 
by clicking 
on it.
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The 
instance 
will open in 
the relevant 
form so that 
you can 
continue to 
process the 
instance.

Instance List Options

The instance list is not a mere overview, it also offers the following features:

You can 
resize the 
width of 
the 
columns 
of the 
instance 
list with 
your 
mouse by 
drag and 
drop.

If the view of the instance list is associated with , only users a role-based authorization concept

with appropriate permissions can access it via option that is displayed next to the 
corresponding process name.

If you want to 
filter the content 
of a date field, a 
calendar opens. 
Now, you have 
multiple filter 
options:

The first 
click in the 
calendar 
selects a 
day. The 
selected 
day is 
displayed in 
a date label 
below.
Click on a 
second day 
to create a 
range 
between the 
first and 
second day. 
The 
selected 
range is 
highlighted 
in the 
calendar 
and 
displayed in 
a date label 
below.
The third 
click in the 
calendar 
cancels the 
date range 
and selects 
only the 
clicked day.
